Santana. Mas tornaram-se, com o tempo, muito mais
do que isso. As casas tipicas de Santana sao,
atualmente, um dos cartdes de visita do arquipélago
da Madeira e um dos seus icones mais identificativos.
Estas casas de formato triangular sdo feitas de
madeira, um material barato e abundante neste local,
que ajuda a equilibrar a temperatura no interior. Além
disso, a famosa cobertura de colmo era uma outra
forma de aproveitar o cultivo de cereais, como o trigo
e o centeio. A inclinacdo dos telhados garantia a
impermeabilidade da habitacdo, permitindo a
drenagem da agua da chuva.

TRADITIONAL HOUSES OF
SANTANA - MADEIRA

They are among the most distinctive landmarks of the
municipality of Santana. Yet, over time, they have
become much more than that. The traditional houses
of Santana are now one of Madeira’s best-known
attractions and among the island’s most recognisable
icons. These triangular-shaped houses are built of
wood — a cheap and abundant material in the area —
which helps to regulate the interior temperature. In
addition, the famous thatched roofs were a clever
way to make use of locally grown cereals such as
wheat and rye. The steep pitch of the roofs ensured
the dwellings remained watertight, allowing rainwater
to drain easily.
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
